Unfortunately, many families are unable to carry this cost or provide

the on-going support. Consequently, many children and youth are forced to drop out of school because

of financial hardships or inadequate funds. These frustrated children and youth sometimes end up in
undesirable activities with their potential wasted. Many of the schools do not have the much needed

teaching supplies to be able to adequately teach the children.
