· To recruit participants into Paajaf’s upcoming Children's Network Programme, Teen Centre and Youth Journalist Programme.

Delivery 
This event will be delivered through three main streams.
1. Recruit online UN volunteers to support the fundraising and coordination of the event.

2. Recruit young people (15 – 25 years old) to participate in the conference.

3. Plan, organise and coordinate the logistics of the event, including booking venue, speakers, catering, administering registration etc. Potential venue: Pentecost Guest House Gwabe 
Outcomes and sustainability
This event presents the opportunity to reach and educate approximately 120 young people internationally, raising awareness the Millennium Development Goals and the importance of citizen participation in global development.  Establish proactive and increase global unity and empathy by providing young people with a way of linking across countries and contexts through participation in an online community.
Target group:

The conference will target young people from the age of 15 to 25 years.  We would like to invite participants from schools, clubs and individuals both in Ghana and internationally. The conference capacity is 120.

Rational:

Recently, we have received a large number of requests from our project participants to expand our work internationally. The Paajaf youth have expressed a desire to learn about development and share knowledge with other youth around the world. 

This event presents the opportunity for them to develop a good cross-cultural understanding among youth internationally.
Timing:

This event will be held from 21 – 26 November 2010 which would include three days of seminars/workshops/speakers and two days of experiencing Ghanaian culture. We anticipate the recruitment of volunteers to be finalised by mid May 2010 and the fundraising and event coordination to begin shortly thereafter. 
If by August 2010 we have not yet secured the total amount of funding necessary, plans will be revised to refocus on a national Ghanaian conference.
